Inspired by the leadership of Religious Witness for the Earth, the Social Action Committee provides weekly recommendations for environmental preservation. 


Tip 38 (UPDATE!): Join a Household EcoTeam 

There are two Household Eco Teams forming this month so I am repeating Green Tip 38 of last month, which described what these teams do. (See below for the dates and times for the two new teams.) 

Green Decade Coalition of Newton organizes Household EcoTeams composed of 5-8 households who seek support, empowerment and guidance for taking more informed and sustained environmental actions in their own homes and neighborhoods. EcoTeams meet 6 or more times, usually every three weeks over a 4-5 month period. Green Decade supplies a step-by-step workbook for each member in which they can review and log their action plans. Ecoteam members decide collectively which steps they will take in their neighborhoods and larger communities. Team members develop lifestyle practices in the five areas, which include Garbage, Water, Energy, Transportation, and Consumption.

Empowerment is the sixth action area. Within this realm, the team learns how to help others take environmental actions. 

Green Decade Coalition boasts the following accomplishments of Household EcoTeams:

· 41-51% less garbage sent into the waste stream

· 25-34% less water used

· 9-17% less energy used

· 16-20% less fuel used for transportation

· $227-389 saved through more efficient use of resources

One new team is beginning Thursday evening, October 23 at 7:15. The other team (which the Tieszen/Adams/Gary household will be joining) starts on Sunday evening, October 26 at 7:00pm. The dates for subsequent meetings for each team will depend on the preferences of the members. Both teams will meet at the home of Eco-Team Coordinator Jen Kaplan who lives at 221 Linwood Ave. (at the corner of Nevada and parallel to California St.) Jen says that there are currently 4 families signed up for each team and she would love to add 2-3 additional families to each. 

This would be a great opportunity for the children of Grace Church to become more environmentally involved, along with their families.
